PLANETS’ ACTIVITY APRIL 19-MAY 20  
 
 April is an intense month in terms of planetary activity. Earlier this week we 
experienced a lunar eclipse at 25° of Libra that shook up plans for many of us and 
threw a few surprising twists and turns along the way. Check your chart to see which 
house has experienced the most disruption and you will find Mars picking up steam. So 
if you are wondering why you are shifting a course of action, know that new 
information will come to light shortly that helps you understand the reason behind the 
change in direction. On Easter we move into a pattern called a Grand Cross, this one is 
in Cardinal signs.

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filled with high school students near Mokpo, South Korea. My advice is to make 
decisions or start travel at least 24 hours after the eclipses occur. Our planet is in the 
throes of adjusting to major shifts due to the presence of the slower moving outer 
planets Uranus, Neptune and Pluto that are throwing out interesting new vibes and 
more hints of what is to come. Maybe you are at the crossroad of breakthroughs in 
your life or have noticed how quickly life has been changing for people you know who 
are no longer accepting the status quo of relationships, health matters, work dilemmas 
and areas of stagnation. Perhaps you have decided it is time to clean up the debris 
from the past that is scattered throughout your life because it won’t be a good fit for 
your journey into the future. Pay attention to weather patterns and seek shelter or 
alter your course if storm warnings urge you to prepare for tornados, earthquakes or 
tsunamis.

Dancing With The Stars: Eight contestants are still in the race as I write this section. 
Top contenders include Capricorn Meryl Davis with her Capricorn partner Maksim 
Chmerkovskiy; Libra Charlie White with his Cancer partner Sharna Burgess (she was 
born in Australia time unknown and could be a late degree Gemini); Scorpio Amy 
Purdy with her opposite sign partner Derek Hough, a Taurus; Capricorn Danica 
McKellar and her Aries partner, Val Chmerkovskiy, the dancing Cancer duo of James 
Maslow and Peta Murgatroyd earned a perfect score this week, the first in Season 14; 
Aries Candace Cameron-Bure and her Gemini dance partner Mark Ballas; Sagittarius 
NeNe Leakes and her Cancer partner Tony Dovolani; and Gemini Drew Carey paired 
with the woman who makes everyone look good on the dance floor, Taurus Cheryl 
Burke. Note the sign composition and other astrological facts: 4 Cancers; 3 Capricorns; 
2 Aries; 2 Tauruses; 2 Geminis; 1 Libra; 1 Scorpio; 1 Sagittarius. Cardinal Signs: 10; 
Fixed Signs: 3; Mutable Signs: 3. Planets affecting these dancers: Jupiter for the 
Cancers; Saturn for Taurus and Scorpio; Uranus for Aries and Libra and to some extent 
the Cancer and Capricorn contenders; Neptune for Gemini and Sagittarius contestants 
and Pluto for Capricorns and to all of the other Cardinal signs, Cancer, Libra and Aries. 
Note the eclipse activity for those listed as Aries, Taurus, Libra and Scorpio. Who is 
your favorite? Stay tuned.  
 
Stephen Colbert: This Taurus comedian who announced in 2007 that he was running 
for President was named successor to late night talk show host David Letterman last 
week. Several of his natal planets were in strong aspect to transiting planets when the 
announcement took place. Jupiter in Cancer was right on his progressed Sun in Cancer 
in fine aspect to his natal Jupiter in Taurus which will also receive an eclipse hit on 
April 29 – big bucks in his paycheck! His natal chart has Virgo on the Ascendant with 
both Uranus and Pluto in Virgo rising on his Ascendant, two strong indicators of his 
quirky comedic delivery that takes on real world issues with intensity and 
straightforward delivery. Transiting Saturn in Scorpio is now opposing his Taurus sun in 
his natal 9th House showing that the “suits” at CBS were gung ho about their choice 
knowing full well that it is bound to create controversy on political fronts. With a 
loaded 9th house of travel, religion, journalism and the higher mind, we have a person 
who is charitable, committed to his Catholic religion and willing to spend copious 
amounts of time researching and communicating about real world topics. With Moon in 
conversational, yet restless Gemini, along with the North Node and Venus in Cancer in 
his 10th House of career, he will no doubt deliver a product that keeps viewers on their 
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toes and gives other talk show hosts a run for their money. And he is turning 50 on his 
next birthday.       
 
American Idol: As I write this section the contenders for the Idols honor are down to 6 
finalists, 2 women and 4 men and the youngest group of contestants to make it to the 
finals – no one is older than 23. This year many of the contenders play musical 
instruments (some play multiple instruments and compose music) and have been 
encouraged to use the instrument in their vocal performances. You can be sure that 
several of these contestants will go on to professional careers no matter where they 
finish in the competition. The composition of signs at this stage is: Cardinal signs 3; 
Fixed: 3; Elements represented: 1 fire; 1 water; 2 earth; and 2 Air. I have no birth 
times for any of the contestants but do have their cities of birth and am using solar 
charts for the interpretation. In alphabetical order they are: C.J. Harris, an Aquarius 
born January 28 whose chart has a mixed bag of planetary hits and is about to have a 
strong aspect from the eclipse on April 29, has Pluto on natal Uranus opposite his Moon 
in Cancer that is receiving a nice boost from transiting Jupiter in Cancer, eclipses in 
aspect to natal Jupiter and Pluto closing in on natal Neptune; Jena Irene a Cancer 
whose Sun and Mercury benefit from transiting Jupiter while her natal Jupiter in 
Capricorn has intense aspects from transiting Uranus in Aries and the opposition from 
transiting Jupiter in Cancer; Caleb Johnson, a Taurus who celebrates his birthday 
next Wednesday and has the Moon in the sign of the entertainer, Leo also the recipient 
of blasts from the fixed sign eclipses in Taurus and Scorpio; Jupiter in Leo also 
receiving the intensity from the April 29 eclipse in Taurus; Pluto in Scorpio with Saturn 
conjunct and eclipses adding drama and both Uranus and Neptune in Capricorn in 
aspect to both transiting Uranus in Aries and transiting Pluto in Capricorn – in other 
words his chart has strong contacts now; Jessica Meuse, a Libra whose Sun just 
received an exact hit from the April 15 eclipse in Libra; her Moon and Pluto are in 
Scorpio with transiting Saturn in Scorpio in aspect; and natal Uranus and Neptune in 
Capricorn now receiving attention from both transiting Uranus in Aries and transiting 
Pluto in Capricorn; Alex Preston, another Taurus with many fixed planets including 
his Moon and Pluto in Scorpio in aspect to transiting Saturn and the fixed sign eclipses; 
Mercury in Taurus with the April 29 eclipse right on it; Mars in show biz Leo in aspect 
to the eclipse; and Saturn in Aquarius now responding to tension from Saturn in 
Scorpio; Sam Woolf, an Aries born April 19 with the Moon and Mercury in musical 
Taurus, Mars in energetic Aries along with Saturn in Aries and Jupiter and Neptune in 
Capricorn – all of which have seen eclipse or transit activity over the past year. Recall 
that the last few years I noted that the winners, Candace Glover and Phillip Phillips 
had intense planetary activity present in their charts – the drive and creative stress 
give a boost to the chart power and help the contender win the prize. Idol Judges are 
Leo Jennifer Lopez, Virgo Harry Connick, Jr., and Scorpio Keith Urban; Host Ryan 
Seacrest, a Capricorn and Mentor Randy Jackson, a Cancer.  
 
READERS CORNER: 
 
 I received a great deal of mail from readers who enjoyed the questions in this 
section last month. Many remarked on the one from the hostess of the uninvited 
guests and gave personal examples of their own experience with the issue. Even more 
readers said they found kinship with the question on workplace romance and wanted 
more information, so I am including additional questions and explanations in this 
section.  
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 Q. Last fall the man I am dating ended a two-year relationship. His former 
partner still calls or texts him daily even though they have not seen each other for 
several months. He keeps telling me not to worry about it but I can’t let it go. Her 
calls or texts disrupt our dates and even our time for just hanging out. He said it is a 
minor inconvenience in his life. What is going on astrologically? 
 
 A.  Wow! All three of you are having a blast with the current round of eclipses. 
Your partner is a Scorpio born with Saturn in his sign but not in conjunction with his 
Sun, so he has been experiencing a Saturn return (29-year Saturn cycle) which will end 
later this year. His ex is a Sagittarius born a year before him and her Saturn in Scorpio 
in an earlier degree than his sits on his Sun. That aspect can make her seem like a 
burden to him from time to time and could be a factor in why this relationship fizzled 
– and she still won’t let go. On top of that his Mercury is the same degree as Saturn in 
her chart, so she is good at guilt-tripping this man and could have been a drag at a 
never-ending pity party. He received many warnings in the year before the breakup 
that this was a troublesome relationship which seems karmic in nature – as though 
they were just supposed to come together for a short time so they could complete a 
cycle and move on. The Mercury factor shows that she is afraid he will forget her so 
she is there to remind him on a daily basis that she is still around and looking for 
attention. It’s possible that he is not completely over the relationship or feels guilty 
about instigating the breakup. What do you think? Your Aries Moon had a direct hit 
from the October 18 lunar eclipse and your Taurus Sun will be treated to an eclipse on 
April 29. Now is the time for a frank talk with your partner – ask him how long he 
thinks it is appropriate for his ex to continue the daily contact and why he feels the 
need to provide an immediate and disruptive response. His answer and subsequent 
actions will determine the future of your relationship.     
 

Q. I don’t have any planets in the 6th House yet I attended a work-related 
training session last summer where I met someone that I am now dating. We are happy 
and hope the relationship lasts. What does this mean in terms of my astrology chart? 
Why did the meeting occur?     

 
A. What a chart! Everywhere I look the chart has been activated with planets 

hitting planets and eclipses playing a role in bringing new situations into your life. You 
are a Taurus born with Scorpio on the Ascendant, several planets in your 7th House of 
partnerships and the Moon in Cancer in your 9th House of long-distance travel and 
higher education. All four angles of your chart: 1st, 4th, 7th and 10th Houses have fixed 
signs on them that are receiving attention from the current wave of fixed sign eclipses 
in Taurus and Scorpio. In addition the Aries eclipses are hitting your 6th House of daily 
environments, the work place, routines, and people connected with your work while 
the Libra eclipses are occurring in your 12th House of behind-the-scenes activity. Not 
only are eclipses occurring in the 6th House but also Uranus in Aries is moving through 
there stimulating unexpected contact with individuals you meet through work. And the 
icing on the cake is that your 9th House of long-distance travel and higher learning has 
Cancer on the cusp with the Moon in Cancer. Shortly after Jupiter went to Cancer last 
summer, and after your Taurus 7th House of partners received a boost from the May 9, 
2013 eclipse in Taurus, your training course started in a distant location. That training 
site was the beginning of a beautiful friendship leading to bonding and romance. While 
you have no planets in your natal 6th House of work, the planets that are traveling 
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through it created some transits that made temporary connections with planets 
elsewhere in your natal chart and created the perfect conditions for meeting a new 
partner. Enjoy every moment. Your partner has Venus directly on your Moon so the 
feelings are real. One of the most frequently asked questions I receive is “what if I 
don’t have any planets in the 7th House of partners.” Readers ask similar questions 
about other houses without planets. Every house in every chart has a ruler of the 
house that fits somewhere else in your chart and makes connections. You have shared 
a perfect example of how absence of planets can still lead to desired outcomes. Thank 
you. 

 
Q. With the problems in the Ukraine and annexing of Crimea it seems like 

Russia is planning more takeovers. What chart do you use for Russia when you look at 
Vladimir Putin’s chart? Do you use the U.S.S.R.? What is the sun sign of Russia and 
what is Putin’s sun sign? 

 
A. The chart of the U.S.S.R. has not been in use since the collapse of the 

twelve Soviet republics during 1990-91and was officially declared null and void on 
December 26, 1991. Russia’s chart for June 12, 1990, Moscow, is the current official 
chart I would use for this Gemini country. Vladimir Putin is a Libra born on October 7 
so his Sun sign is harmonious to his country’s Sun sign. Currently Russia’s chart is right 
in line with the Grand Cross of Cardinal planets that I mentioned in the previous 
section (Jupiter in Cancer, Uranus in Aries, and Pluto in Capricorn all affected by 
transiting Mars in Libra the fastest moving planet in this pattern. Russia’s progressed 
Sun is at 13°of Cancer so this puts the country in high focus globally; with the 
influence of the Grand Cross it is safe to assume that Russia will be involved in intense 
military action through mid-2016. Putin has a stellium of Libra planets in his 12th House 
of secrets and planning behind the scenes. Transiting Mars in Libra is close to Mercury 
(mind games and strategies) so you can be sure he is looking for ways to exercise his 
options and expand his hold on desirable turf. Putin’s other Libra planets include the 
Sun, Saturn and Neptune. His Mercury is close to the degree of the April 15 lunar 
eclipse, another reason why he is prominent on the world stage.       
 
CONFIDENTIAL to “Went Formal”: You indicated that your Significant Other decided 
to go away with friends on the weekend when you had committed to attending an 
annual company-planned formal affair with her.
