Those of you 
born October 9-12 experience a very significant year in terms of meeting new 
associates and groups, emerging opportunities, promotion, leadership, personal 
satisfaction, and relationships with others.

Cancers and Pisces born with planets from 18-25 degrees of your signs benefit from 
successful money transactions while the transit may challenge Taurus, Leo, and 
Aquarius with planets at these degrees.

 The news this month has been anything but pretty with few exceptions. The 
September hurricane activity captured the attention of readers wanting details about 
the affected states. Remember that eclipses show up on North and South Nodes of the 
Moon which are currently in the fixed signs Leo and Aquarius and would affect planets 
or nodes in Taurus and Scorpio as well if the degrees are relative.

He all but said they don’t care what 
happened and they want to put this nomination through – running scared as the 
November elections loom. Thank you to those who wrote in or sent me information on 
protests that are emerging.
